· Largest organelle in the cell

· Spherical shape

· Controls all the cell functions. 

· Nuclear membrane; Double membrane containing many holes or pores. The pores enable chemicals to travel easily in and out of the nucleus. 

· Nucleoplasm; is the content of the nucleus, two main substances; Nucleic acids and proteins.

· Nucleic acids are deoxyribonucleic acid (DNA), and ribonucleic acid (RNA) is a translations of the genetic code into instructions for making proteins in the cytoplasm of the cell.
