	Meiosis produces

	Four functioning, small (head 4 m), motile spermatozoids at the end of the meiosis
Differenciation creates the mature sperm cells
Millions of sperm cells produced.
	One large, immotile oocyte (diameter 120 m) and three shriveled polar bodies are left at the end of the meiosis
Unequal division of cytoplasm in meiosis cause large egg cell & polar bodies.

Limited number of cells are produced
