Outline the symptoms, method of transmission and treatment of one named example of food poisoning.

Salmonella Food Poisoning
When food is not cooked properly or not stored correctly food poisoning bacteria can remain on the food.

Symptoms of Salmonella Poisoning: (occur after 12 – 72 hours)

· Diahorrea

· Fever

· Abdominal cramps

These symptoms can last 4-7 days.

In sever cases the Salmonella bacteria can move from the intestines to the blood and cause death.  Hospital treatment is necessary.

How is Salmonella Transmitted?

· Contact  (hand to hand  /  hand to food) after ineffective washing of hands afther using the toilet, or cleaning up pet faeces.

· Eating contaminated food, not properly cooked, eg raw eggs..

· Irrigation of vegetables with water contaminated with Salmonella.

· Uncooked meat on a chopping board – then chopping something else without first washing the chopping board. 

· Handling Reptiles – without washing hands.

Treatment of Salmonella.

· Drinking lots of water – to reduce dehydration
· Intravenous fluids in cases of serious dehydration.

· Antibiotics can be given in serious cases.
